Teaching and
Learning Strategies Lesson Opener:

Discovery: Direct students to go to a Wikipedia article of their choice. Have
them count how many links are on the page without scrolling (this will be a
LOT). [2 mins]
Have students brainstorm and write down answers to the discussion
questions listed below. Students can work individually or in groups/pairs.
Have them share their responses. [5 mins]

Questions Beginning of Class:

What is a link (also known as a hyperlink)? 
The connection between one HTML page to another HTML page.

Why is it important for web pages to have links? How is this helpful to the
web page viewer? 

Links organize additional information and connect related pages.
Links also add an easy path to a new HTML page if the web address
is hard to remember or type.

What benefits does the Wikipedia article have over an encyclopedia book
version of the same article? 

Links are a direct path to a related page or additional information. You
would need to use the glossary or index in a book and find the related
page.

Why is the href attribute necessary in an <a> tag? 
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The href attribute is the web address to navigate to when the link is
clicked.
